League Matches to be completed by Tuesday 24th July (Please note change of date agreed at AGM)
The top two teams in each group and the four 3rd placed teams with the highest points will progress to the 1st XI Cup and Plate Competition.
All matches in this competition must be played. Failure to play any game (unless the match has been called off for inclement weather or an unfit ground at least twice) will result in a penalty of minus 11 points to any team conceding or agreeing not to play to be carried forward to the 2013 season.
Matches will be arranged for Neutral grounds when the return journey for the team drawn Away  is more than 300 miles from the Designated County Centre (usually the County Town e.g. Derby for Derbyshire) to the match venue unless the Away team agrees to travel to the Home venue or the match is between two teams originating in the same Group.

Neutral Umpires will be appointed for these matches but each County MUST provide a competent scorer.

The remaining two 3rd placed teams and the teams placed 4th and 5th in each League will have the opportunity to enter the Bowl Competition which will be a ‘straight’ Knock Out.

Entry to this is optional and to ensure that the arrangements for this competition run smoothly counties which do not intend to enter this competition if they finish in the places shown above should notify the Fixtures Secretary (Gerald Wadley) as soon as possible.
There is no penalty if counties choose not to enter this competition or concede a match.

Neutral Venues will be arranged as defined above for these matches but each County must provide an Umpire and Scorer. 
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1stXI Cup and Plate Competition

With 16 teams in this competition there will be 4 rounds. Each team will have 4 matches (i.e. this is not a K.O).
Tuesday 31st July – 1st round

Tuesday 7th August  - Reserve date for 1st round

Tuesday 14th August – 2nd  round

Tuesday 21st August  - Reserve date for 2nd round

Tuesday 28th August – 3rd round including Semi Finals

Tuesday 4th September  - Reserve date for 3rd round

Tuesday 11th September – 4th round including Plate Final . Cup Final to be arranged on a different date.

Tuesday 18th September  - Reserve date for 4th round
As in previous years counties may arrange to play matches BEFORE but not after the specified date.

BOWL Competition

14 teams will be eligible to enter this competition.
 If more than 8 enter the rounds will be played on the above dates with some counties getting a bye in the first round.

If 8 or less enter then the dates shown above for 1st round Reserve; 2nd round Reserve and 3rd round Reserve will be used for Bowl matches.

The draw will be made as soon as all entries are confirmed but Counties may receive short notice of the venue and opposition especially if more than 8 counties enter this competition.

Costs

1. Where a match is played at the Home venue the normal arrangements for the sharing of costs will apply with each team paying for one umpire, their scorer and the visiting team paying the home team £40 towards the tea costs. The Home team will pay any Ground Hire and Groundsman’s Gratuity costs.

2. Where a match is played at a neutral venue each team will be responsible for paying one umpire, their scorer and 50% of any Ground Hire, Groundsman’s Gratuity and Tea Costs.

3. All costs for the Cup Final will be paid by the Spitfire Championship. The Ground Hire costs for the Plate and Bowl Finals will be paid by the Spitfire Championship but the other costs will be shared between the teams.

Rule for deciding Home team in Rounds 3 & 4

1)
If a county who has had two home matches have to play a county who have had one or more away ties the first mentioned county will be deemed the away team unless agreed otherwise between the 2 counties

2)
If a county who have had two home matches have to play a county who have had two home matches OR a county who have had two away matches have to play a county who have had two away matches the county whose has scored the most points in the group section of the competition will be deemed the home unless agreed otherwise between the 2 counties

3)
The home team in Round 4 will be the team who have had the least home matches in the 3 previous rounds. Matches at Neutral Venues will be ignored in determining the home team.
4)
Neutral venues will apply if the round trip for the away team is in excess of 300 miles unless the teams are in the same Group. 
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
